In the art deco era, as Western clothes became popular, the kimono in 

Japan continued to be everyday wear with  new designs and motifs.  The 
importation of Western dyes and machinery in the Meiji period (1868 -

1912) had a profound effect on the Japanese kimono industry. Fabrics 
were designed to be exhibited at the World Expositions and Japan's 

domestic textile indust ry was gradually integrated into world textile 
markets. The late Meiji period saw the emergence of Japanese 

department stores, such as the Mitsukoshi, new advertising techniques, 
the rise of a largely female consumer base, and distribution of fashion 

magaz ines, often inspired by Western models.   
 

The TaishƬ period (1912-1926) is characterized by a great urban 
growth, particularly in Tokyo. Women gradually entered the work force 

and gained more financial power. Although Western -style clothes 

became popular, the kimono continued to be everyday wear. The motifs 
were dramatically enlarged and new designs appeared, sometimes 

inspired by Western styles such as the Art Deco. In creating such boldly 
patterned kimono the designers benefited from new types of silk and 

innovative patterning techniques, making relatively inexpensive, highly 
fashionable garments available to more people than ever before. These 

vibrant kimono styles remained popular until the 1950s.

The Deco era ushered in a world of modernity that was transformational 
for women worldwide.  

 
Scholars Tom Looser and Estella Chung discuss the broad range of 

modern women in Japan, from the flapper - like  moga  to the upwardly 
mobile educated  ojƬsan.

century ushered in diverse, new experiences for women includ ing

Japan's love affair with Art Deco resul ted in exchanges between native 

and Western arch itects and interior designers.  
 

Japan's love affair with Art Deco is a fascinating case study of cultural 

appropriation, which this talk will place in a larger context of exchanges 
between native and Western architects and interior designers, from 

approximately 1915 to 1950. Protagonists ranged from Henri Rapin, the 
Parisian artist - tastemaker behind the decoration of the exclusive 

residence of Prince Asaka to Antonin Ray mond, a former employee of 
Frank Lloyd Wright, whose work in Tokyo will also be examined. Tokyo's 

modernization, precipitated by the 1923 earthquake, created an 
environment tailored to Japan's Modern Girl and business elite and 

entailed emulating departmen t stores or bank buildings from both the 
City of Lights and Manhattan. Beyond chic and glamour, a harsher brand 

of Art Deco was also used, in both France and Japan, as a nationalistic 
and war - related medium. With Art Deco, Japanese architecture started 

its  ascending trajectory as today's design powerhouse.

Based on the overwhelming success of its 2016 show, the Art Deco 

Society of Washington announced plans to expand its 2017 Exposition of 
20th Century Decorative Arts.   



 

Expo attendance more than quadrupled. Dealers generally reported 
strong sales, several  indicating they had their best show ever. And, the 

partnership attracted new dealers including several who typically display 
at other modernism shows such as 20th Century Cincinnati, the 

Michigan Modernism Show, and the Pier Show. Still others sell on hig h 
end websites such as 1st dibs.  

  

Held in the North Hall of the newly expanded Dulles Expo Center at the 
same time the wildly popular DC Big Flea was held in the adjacent South 

Hall, modernism customers were able to enter the show through a 
separate entra nce but still had easy access to the Big Flea for further 

shopping. Large openings allowed easy passage between the shows.   
 

Under an agreement between the Art Deco Society and D'Amore, 
additional space has been made available to significantly expand the 

number of modernism dealers in the 2017 show. That space will be 
used, in part, to reintroduce two concepts from prior Expos:  

¶ The Garment District , a grouping of fashion dealers offering 
clothing, jewelry, and accessories from the 20th century. In a new 

twist, first suggested by D'Amore's Marthia Sides, Art Deco Society 
models will work with participating dealers to select garments and 

accessories t o display during a series of mini fashion shows held 
right on the sales floor.   

¶ The Collectors Club , a special section where individual members 

of the Art Deco Society and a variety of clubs with similar 
collecting interests can sell their wares. Club memb ers can rent a 

6- foot table complete with floor length drape and chair for $125. 

Among those eligible for this special section are members of the 
International Perfume Bottle Association, American Art Pottery 

Association, Mid -Atlantic Antique Radio Club, N ational Capitol 
Radio and Television Museum, Pen Collectors of America, Czech 

Collectors Association, National Depression Glass Association, and 
the Capitol Beltway Postcard Club.  

Dealers have the opportunity to participate in the Expo at the same 

prices c harged for the DC Big Flea (Basic Booth Rental for a 10 - foot 
deep by 10 - foot wide booth is the same $250 charged by D'Amore for 

booths in the South Hall. Additional charges such as electricity, drapes, 

and tables are also the same.  
 

ADSW offers an upgrade d Deluxe Booth with rear drapes and locations 
closer to the front entrance for $50 more. A limited number of Jumbo 

Booths measuring 10 feet by 15 feet. Dealers are free to accessorize 
their booths with walls, showcases, etc. from AA Show Rentals.
